The Kittanning Firemen’s Band is an all-volunteer organization that has been performing for the past 63 years in the Western Pennsylvania area. Since the band’s inception in 1949, we have continued to proudly wear World War II-era uniforms as an homage to the brave men and women who serve and protect this country. 
The band found its beginning in the years immediately after the Second World War, when a small group of men put together a band that was long on talent, but short on money. Since World War II surplus was in ready supply, the men outfitted themselves in gear that they as soldiers had worn just a few years before. The band has kept this look, modeled largely after the uniform of the military police, ever since.

Throughout the decades, the Kittanning Firemen’s Band has captured numerous prizes and accolades, including more than 25 state championships from the PA State Firemen’s Association. The band has also received over 300 awards and parade competitions since its inception. In 1976 the band was given the honor of escorting the last wagon train into Valley Forage for the Bicentennial. In 2003 the band was chosen to represent Armstrong County in the inauguration parade for PA Governor Ed Rendell. In recent years, the band has performed at halftime during the AFC Championship Game at Heinz Field in 2009.
This year, as our country prepares to mark the 70th anniversary of the attack on Pearl Harbor, the Kittanning Firemen’s Band would like to honor our World War II veterans by performing a special concert for the veterans at their World War II Memorial in Washington, D.C. The band would also like to invite local World War II veterans who have not seen or experienced the monument to join it for the concert, which is tentatively planned for July 9. The anniversary of the attack holds a special significance for the band, as the march “America Forever”, written in hours immediately after the attack, was penned by James V. Colonna, the father of the Kittanning Firemen’s Band’s first director, Enrico Colonna. 
As an all-volunteer organization, our band operates from year to year on funding from parade prizes, donations and performance fees. These funds pay for the band’s transportation to various venues to perform, and for maintenance on band equipment. The Kittanning Firemen’s Band has always appreciated the support of area residents and businesses that help it to continue to perform and thrive as an organization while nearly all other groups of our kind have since folded or ceased to exist.
